The origins of the museum stem from
the founding of lhe Museum of the
Caucasian Department of the Russian
Royal Geographic Society in 1852.
Today the museum operates as a
scientific-educational institution that
preserves and exhibits a unique col-
lection of natural and human history.
The collections of lhe museum cover
the history of the country, starting
from animal remains daled back lo 40
million years. One of the most ama-
zing artifacts at lhe museum is the
prehistoric human remains found in
Dmanisi. These remains date back to



1.8 million years and are oldest sign
of human existence outside of Alfrica.
This discovery has changed the who-
le theory of human evolution. The
museum has several departments:
archaeology, history, numismatics,
geology, zoology, etc. One of the
most importan! collections of the mu-
seum is the collection of Treasures
that contains a big number of unique
objects from differenl historical peri-
ods (from the second half of the Il
millennium B.C. through XIX c. A.D))
The collection fealures gold and silver
artifacts and jewelry from the pre-
Christian period from various regions
of the country: Ananuri, Tsnari, Vani,
Mtskheta, Trialeti Kurgans, Zhinvali,
Akhalgori, Martkopi, etc.

The Georgian National Museum offers
educalional programs for studenls.
Both middle and high school students
have the rare and special opportunity
to study original objects of cultural he-
ritage, inquire stories connected to the
museum'’s colleclions, and altend on-
going exhibitions at the Museum with
instructors from the Educalional De-
pariment.

The museum was established in 1920
(in the building of former theclogical
college) as the National Arts Gallery
of Georgia. The Museum houses the
best-known samples of Georgian art-
work. Different collections of the Mu-
seum preserve approximately 140
thousand objects. The permanent
exhibitions displays artworks from
medieval limes up to twentieth cen-
tury, there are also some collections
of pre-Christian times. The Museum
is distinguished for its Georgian gold-
smith pieces dated back tc the VIII-
XIX Centuries. The most significant

exhibits are the icon of Zarzma Mo-!

embroidery) from VII-XV c.c. The fu-
nds of Georgian art are kept samples
of medieval architecture fragments,
wall painling, mosaic, sculpture, ico-
ns, woodcuts.

lory, during the Soviel occupation
(1921-1991). Most of items were col-
lected from Lhe Securily Service ar-
chive, as well as archives of various
museums, families. etc. Among them
are: different kinds of documenls and
cbjects (memorial belongings of Geor-
gian national heroes, doors of the pri-
son, the Shorapani railway wagon
connected with tragic fact of massacre
of Georgian patriots, etc.), interroga-
tion charge-sheets and list ol shot
persons (400 pages), photo materials,

installations ("The Bolsheviks invasion
and establishment in Georgia", etc.).
In the exposition there are 8 monitors
where one can see the situation du-
ring the 70-year period of the occupa-
tion. The museum has prepared edu-
cational program dedicated to the he-
roes who fought for the independence
of the country.

At the moment lhe museum is situa-
ted in the Simon Janashia Museum of
Georgia and in near future will move
to the own building.

The Museum-Reserve was establis-
hed in 1938, it includes Xll c. cave
complex and X-XII cc. cave village
Ananauri.
